The Ethic of Reciprocity (aka. Golden Rule found in all world religions):
To treat all others as we wish to be treated ourselves, likewise, to not treat any others in ways we do not wish to be treated ourselves.

The Ethic of Reciprocity translated for compassionate, courageous, and community conversations:
	To be curious and listen to all others as we wish to be heard and honored.
	To respect and suspend judgement of all others as we wish to be respected without judgement.
To note common ground and diversity that all others bring to the conversation as we wish to be included for our unique contributions.
To be authentic and welcoming to all others as we wish for them to be authentic and welcoming of us.
To be purposeful and to the point with all others as we wish our time to be valued.
To give space for all others to own and guide the conversation as we wish to own and guide the quality of our participation and conversation.

The Compassion-Equation translated for this Compassion Engagement Training:
1. How are you feeling about this upcoming election, especially the day after? What do you sense or know that your community (congregation, organization, neighborhood, etc.) is feeling?
2. Given the unknown outcome of the election, what might you know or already know that you need come Wednesday, November 6, 2024? And your community needs?
3. To meet those needs, what will it look like, and take for you and your community? Name at least 1-clear action step with a day and time to engage that step.


Compassion includes the sense of agency and occurs when action is taken for self, others, and within systems.

Working through the Equation via Conversation in pairs or triads: (this document can be printed and used as a handout at in-person conversations and planning)
1. How are you feeling about this upcoming election, especially about the day after Election Tuesday? What do you sense or know that your community (congregation, organization, neighborhood, etc.) is feeling?



2. Given the unknown outcome of the election, what might you know or already know that you need come Wednesday, November 6, 2024? And your community needs?



3. To meet those needs, what will it look like, and take for you and your community? Name at least 1-clear action step with a day and time to engage that step. (Some examples include days-of-prayer; fellowship; drop-in counseling; and shared service projects are some of the ways to support community members as they deal with big feelings.)

Voting deadlines
· Early voting : Oct 21 - Nov 1
· In-person : Nov 5
